 Great Things are Happening at Heritage Hill ! 
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In the early morning hours of December 23, 2009, the Guard House was 

moved from its former location at 410 Bond St to Heritage Hill and is cur-

rently resting on I beams near the 

Daniell-Kress Restoration Center.  

The structure is an original Fort 

Howard building that dates back to 

1833 (circled in picture at left).  

The Fort was decommissioned in 

1853 and when the railroad arrived 

in Green Bay in the mid to late 

1860ôs, the Guard House was sold 

to a private owner and moved to 

the Bond St location. 

According to sketches of Fort 

Howard obtained from the National Archives, the Guard House was de-

scribed as ñOne story high, 

standing on one story of stone.  

Divided into six cells in each, 

now in progression and will 

probably be finished by the 10th 

of July, 1833.ò  Soldiers on 

guard duty were quartered in this 

building and prisoners were 

housed in the lower level. 

Our goal is to restore the build-

ing to its original Fort Howard 

Federal style and to develop an interpretive plan.  A time frame is being 

prepared to study and establish the costs of the physical needs of the build-

ing for restoration and for interpretation.  Once this is completed, a fund 

raising campaign will follow.   

Heritage Hill thanks the City of Green Bay and Alderperson, Celestine  

Jeffreys for their support in moving the Guard House to Heritage Hill, and 

Green Bay Crane Service for donating their services to replace the roof.  

We are excited to have this historic building and the opportunity for  

preservation and interpretation which it presents.

Springðas winter finally exits, we anx-

iously anticipate the warmer weather and 

everyone at the Park knows it is time for 

Spring School Tours.  From April to June  

thousands of school children, teachers 

and chaperones who tour the Park at will.   

Summerð when most of our special 

events take place, gives us the opportu-

nity to focus on different themes and ac-

tivities for the general public.  Special 

events take an immense amount of plan-

ningðfrom parking cars to activities in 

buildings, to selling concessions, every 

department has a significant part to play.  

Ours is to come up with new and creative 

activities.  Summer is also the time for 

our Discover History Camps.  These two 

and three day camps, headed by the 

Parkôs dedicated camp teachers always 

prove to be an excellent experience for 

the campers.  Daycare programs need a 

different approach as we teach history to 

young groups of children.  Our daycare 

teacher fosters in these young minds the 

idea that history is fun and interesting.       

Fallðbrings Discovery Days, as school 

students return to the park.  But Discov-

ery Days are very different from Spring 

Tours.  This program runs like clock-

workðall of the parts working in concert 

to create structured, intensive area-

specific programs.  Schools choose the 

program they wish to attend: the Belgian 

Farm, Fort Howard or the Fur Trade. 

WinterðNothing says Wisconsin like 

winter.  The park is quieter, but we are 

busy preparing for Christmas and Winter 

school tours, and cleaning buildings in 

preparation for a whole new season. 

No matter the season there are a few 

things that never stop for usðteaching, 

researching, evaluating, brainstorming, 

planning, and, of course, learning.  We 

have a passion for history!
